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Summary Standard PAM PRF Format
This document describes the standard format, data elements, validations and agency specific information that agencies can use to submit payment requests to the Financial Management Service (FMS) Payment Automation Manager (PAM).  The use of the standard format is not a requirement for agencies however, as changes are needed to current payment requirements, and as Agencies begin reporting the GWA way, the standard format should be implemented along with the changes.  
File, Record and Data Element Descriptions

General Structure of File
Each Record on the File shall be a length of 325 positions
File Header Record (There can only be one file header record)

Schedule Header Record (There can be one to many schedules in a file)
Common Data Record (one to many; for every common data record there are one to 100 appropriations records)
ACH Addendum Record; (if method of payment = A, none to many)
Appropriations Record (one to 100 for each common data record)
Secondary Record (Agency Specific Information; none to one for each common data record based on Type of payment)

Schedule Trailer Control Record (one schedule trailer control record for each Schedule Header Record)
File Trailer Control Record (there can only be one file trailer control record)
· Data Records with a method of payment of “A” must be received in Routing Number order and Account Number order within the Routing Number.
· Data Records with a method of payment of “C” can be received in any order.

· All Records that make up the information for one payment must be received consecutively on the file.  

· All records for one payment must have the same information in the KEY fields.

File Structure Validation

The file structure must follow these rules:

· The records in the file must occur in the above order and order specified in the descriptions below.  
A file structure error will cause the file to be rejected.
Specification Notes 
· Field names represent the business names that will be used in PAM.
· Field #s are purely for referential and discussion purposes; they are not part of the file’s data.  They are unique only within each record specification.

· A “filler” or “blank” field contains blanks or spaces.  (Hex 40)
· .

· For numeric fields, right justify, and zero fill.  (HexF0)
· Fields with dollar amounts do not have decimal points; the last two digits are the cents value.  For example 1234567890 = $12,345,678.90.
· Field types are as follows (unless specific special characters are noted in the field value): 

· A=alphabetic; A-Z, a-z

· N=numeric; 0-9

· AN= alphanumeric; A-Z; a-z; 0-9; special characters as noted in the table below.
· For alphanumeric fields, Hex characters 00 through 3F are invalid. Other characters, including invalid HEX,will cause a file reject..
